
Trees provide both beauty and significant benefits to our 

homes and cities, but when trees fall and injure people or 

damage property, they are liabilities.  It is an owner’s respon-

sibility to provide for the safety of trees on his or her prop-

erty.  Consider these questions when assessing tree hazards 

on your property:  

• Are there detached branches hanging in the trees? 

• Are there large dead branches in the tree or have any 
branches fallen from the tree? 

• Are there cracks or splits in the trunk or where branches 
are attached? 

• Do many of the major branches arise from one point on 
the trunk? 

• Does the tree have any cavities or rotten wood along the 
trunk or in major branches? 

• Have the roots been damaged, broken off or injured by installing pavement, repairing sidewalks, or digging 
trenches? 

• Has the tree developed a strong lean?  

To be a hazardous tree, the tree must have a substantial defect, but it must also have a target.  Targets can 

include cars, people, overhead lines, structures, and other trees.  The hazards listed above can be easily man-

aged by an Arborist who is familiar with recognizing an evaluating tree hazards.  Possible solutions might in-

clude:  Removing the tree, providing routine care, cable and brace the limbs, or pruning the tree to promote 

healthier growth.  Recognizing and reducing tree hazards not only increases the safety of your property, but 

can also improve the trees health and may increase it’s life.
