
 

An arborist by definition is an individual who is trained in the art and 

science of planting, caring for, and maintaining individual trees.  They 

have achieved a certain level of knowledge in the needs of trees and 

are equipped to provide proper care.  To become a certified arborist, 

one must pass a extensive examination developed by some of the na-

tion’s leading experts on tree care as well as document past experience 

in the tree care field.  Certified arborist must also continue their educa-

tion to maintain their certification.  Therefore, they should be up to date 

on the latest techniques in arboriculture.  The International Society of 

Arboriculture (ISA) has the most recognized certification program, 

the ISA Certified Arborist program.  The ISA Arborist Certification is 

a non-governmental, voluntary process by which individuals can 

document their base of knowledge.  It operates without mandate of 

law and is an internal, self-regulating device administered by the 

ISA.  As of the date of this publication and according the ISA database, there are only 4 commercial 

tree services that employ ISA certified arborists in Topeka and only 2 in Lawrence.  Good arborists 

will only perform accepted practices.  Improper tree care can take many years to correct itself and 

in some cases, never corrects itself.  Proper tree care is an investment which can add considerable 

value to your property.  Poorly maintained trees can be a significant liability.  Hiring a certified ar-

borist ensures that you have someone trained in the proper methods of tree care working on your 

trees. 

SPRING  

Spring is upon on us, and that means spending more time outside in the yard.  The trees are almost 

leafed out all the way and its time to take a look at your trees to see if there are any dead limbs or 

broken branches from the past year that need removed.  Spring also means severe storms in north-

east Kansas.
